By signing the declaration they support Montessori’s core vision, to place all the children in our world at the centre of society and to assist them in becoming the transforming elements leading to a harmonious and peaceful humanity.

In 2007 the worldwide Montessori community celebrates the centenary anniversary of a revolution in education.
